God's Child is Kind!
( Bible Story
Joseph used kind words with the brothers who had mistreated him (Genesis 43:29).

Joseph's brothers were jealous of the attention their father showed him, and especially hated that their father had given Joseph a beautiful coat.  Joseph's brothers sold him to be a slave!  But Joseph was God's child, and God blessed him and made his life prosper.  He became second only to the Pharaoh and was in charge of the storage of food during the worst famine anyone had ever seen.  When his brothers came to beg him for food, he forgave them and used kind and courteous words toward them.

· Sometimes it is hard to offer kind words when our heart feels angry.  Tell your child what you do to control the angry words you sometimes wish you could say.

Think of any scenario that makes you feel angry.  Maybe someone took a parking space you had been waiting for, or a person in a crowded store cut in front of you in line.  How do you remind yourself to react with kindness?  Do you say a quick prayer?  Does a memory of a time you were inconsiderate (shocking!) help you forgive the other person?
· Ask your child to tell you when it is hard to say kind words instead of angry ones.

If he or she needs help, ask if anybody at school is ever mean or rude to him, or how he feels when another child messes up a pile of Legos.
Prayer for the week

· Pray with your child, and let her hear you say,

"Thank you, God, for embracing us as your children, and for showing us the ultimate kindness through the gift of yourself.  Help us show kindness to others, so that they can see you reflected in our lives."
